Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

Aulas T: exposicao dos contetidos programaticos; aulas TP: os estudantes serdo chamados a intervir na andlise de exemplos concretos, sob
a forma de exercicios; aulas OT: foco na resolucéo de problemas/dificuldades especificos apresentados

A avaliagdo por frequéncia consistira nos seguintes elementos obrigatérios: a) Um mini-teste (30% da nota final); b) uma apresentacgao oral
(10% da nota final); c) um teste de frequéncia final (60% da nota final). Critério de assiduidade: exigéncia de assisténcia a, pelo menos, 75%
das horas de contacto para admisséo a avaliagdo no exame normal. Cumprida esta condigdo, os alunos que obtiverem uma média
ponderada de pelo menos 9.5 valores nos elementos de avaliagdo referidos ficardo dispensados do exame de época normal.

Em todos os elementos de avaliagdo (incluindo exames) sera atribuida uma percentagem de 20% a correcéo linguistica e discursiva e a
estruturacao textual

Sense and reference. 2. Semantic relations between words: synonymy, hyperonymy/hyperonymy, meronymy/holonymy, antonymy.3.
Vagueness and underspecification 4. Ambiguity. Non-lexical types of ambiguity. 5. Semantic properties of sentences. The Compositionality
Principle. Semantic content and truth-conditions. Entailment and equivalence. 6. Further aspects of lexical semantics. Homonymy and
polysemy. Metonymycal and metaphorical variation. Semantic features. Argument structure and thematic roles 7. Referential dependencies,
deixis and indexicality: syntactic-semantic and semantic-pragmatic aspects. Ellipsis: a window on context. 8. The semantics of specific
subsystems: tense and aspect; modality; negation

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

T classes: exposition of the syllabus; TP classes: the students will be called upon to take part in the analysis of concrete examples, under the
form of exercises; OT classes will focus on tackling of specific problems presented by the students.

The frequency evaluation consists of: a) an intermediate test (30% of the final mark); b) an oral presentation (10%); c) a written in-class test
(60%). Attendance requirement: in order to pass, students must attend at least 75% of the contact hours. If this condition is met, the students
who attain the weighted average of 9.5 or more in the afore-mentioned the evaluation items are exempted from the ¢ exame de época
normalg,.

In all evaluation items (including exams) 20% of the total mark will be attributed to linguistic, discursive and textual structuring correction.
