Em todos os pontos, recorrer-se-4 também a visualizagéo e andlise de filmes que adaptam obras da literatura policial.
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Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

Leitura de bibliografia (textos de literatura policial e textos tedricos sobre ela) em casa. Visualizagdo de filmes que adaptam obras da
literatura policial. Discussao nas aulas sobre essa bibliografia e esses filmes.

Os alunos devem frequentar pelo menos 75% das aulas. Os que tenham uma frequéncia inferior apenas poderéao ser avaliados no exame de
recurso.

Para os alunos que tenham assistido a pelo menos 75% das aulas, a avaliagdo sera feita ao longo do semestre e terd como base trés itens:

1. Participagéo ativa nas aulas, através da resposta a perguntas do professor ou através de intervencdes esponténeas a proposito da
matéria estudada ou das exposicdes orais feitas pelos colegas.

2. Exposicao oral (por um méaximo de dois alunos) sobre uma obra da literatura policial ou sobre um filme que adapte uma obra dessa
literatura.

3. Teste escrito.
Cada um destes trés itens vale um terco da nota final.

Os alunos que obtenham menos de 9,5 na avaliagdo devem apresentar-se ao exame da época normal.

No prior knowledge nor skills are needed.

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

1. To know the origins of the crime fiction genre and how it has been built

2. To be able to identify the main subgenres of crime fiction and the characteristics of each one
3. To be able to perceive the innovations that have been introduced in crime fiction subgenres
4. To be able to analyze crime fiction texts

5. To be able to analyze audiovisual adaptations of crime fiction texts
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Syllabus

1. Origins and construction of the crime fiction genre

2. Main subgenres of crime fiction:

- the whodunit

- the hardboiled detective story

- the inverted detective story

- the police procedural story

- the mixed detective story

3. Innovations in crime fiction models regarding the investigator's character (in terms of gender, social class, race, sexual orientation, age ...)
and the time of action (historical crime fiction)

N.B .: The approach of the above mentioned itens will be made starting from the reading and analysis of crime fiction short stories and novels
by authors of several nationalities.

In all itens, films that adapt works of crime fiction will also be seen and analysed.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Bibliography reading (texts of crime fiction and theoretical texts about that literature) by students at home. Watching of films that adapt works
of crime fiction. Class discussions about that bibliography and those films.

Students must attend at least 75% of classes. Those that won't reach that number can only be evaluated at the exame de recurso .

For students who have attended at least 75% of the classes, the evaluation will be done during the semester and will be based on three
items:

1. Active participation in classes, through the answer to questions of the teacher or through spontaneous interventions on the subjects
studied or on oral presentations made by colleagues.

2. Oral presentation (by a maximum of two students) about a work of crime fiction or about a film that adapts a work of that genre.

3. Written test.

Each of these three items is worth a third of the final grade.
Students who score less than 9.5 on the assessment must do the época normal exam.
