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Conteldos programaticos

2. Sinopse dos codigos poéticos, narrativos e draméticos na literatura francesa (estudo diacrénico), incluindo elementos de métrica,
narratologia e de abordagem do texto e do espetaculo teatral.

4. Analise literaria de alguns textos literarios e dramaturgicos do periodo delimitado tendo em conta os campos literarios nos quais
estes se encontram inseridos e 0s seus contextos de producgéo/rececao.

Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

Metodologia: alternancia entre momentos expositivos (T); de interagdo comunicativa, trabalhos de grupo e apresentacdes orais (TP);
trabalho individualizado ou em pequenos grupos (OT).

A avaliagdo por frequéncia com pelo menos um elemento de avaliagdo presencial (50%) e o exame de época normal (50%). Critério de
assiduidade: exigéncia de assisténcia a, pelo menos, 75% das horas de contacto para admisséo a avaliagdo no exame normal. Todos 0s
alunos regularmente inscritos estdo automaticamente admitidos a exame de época de recurso. Em todos os elementos de avaliagcdo

Prior knowledge and skills

Since this UC aims to guide the formation of the student for the development of perception and reflection within the specificity of French
literary and cultural thought of the Middle Ages until the eighteenth century, it is intended that the same be able to cultivate the taste for
reading (aspects of literary, sociocultural and political life in France).

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

Since the learning objectives of this UC derive from an approach that intends to situate the literary phenomenon in its historical, literary,
cultural, aesthetic and sociological context, the programmed content stipulated will be treated in a way that promotes, through the different
activities, the competence of analysis and criticism of the student of French literature. Therefore, this UC intends to develop in the student the
following competences:

1) the ability to use analytical instruments in the area of literary and theatrical studies;

2) the development of individual research habits, methods and instruments of university work;

3) the acquisition of structuring elements of the specificity of literary and theatrical language and the main stages of its development in the
French cultural field until the 18th century;

4) the promotion of the critical activity of the student in the face of the literary and theatrical phenomenon in the French cultural panorama
delimited.
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Syllabus

The study of French Literature will be done through the consultation of works of reference in the field of literary history and the history of the
theatre, as well as the analysis of works of the literary canon around the following thematic axes:

1. Fundamental literary concepts and terms.

2. Synopsis of poetic, narrative and dramatic codes in French literature (diachronic study), including elements of metrics, narratology and
approach to text and theatrical performance.

3. Selection of different narrative, poetic and dramatic texts from the French literary canon, from the Middle Ages to the eighteenth century
(tales, fables, novels, novels, poems, plays), to study from some selected pages or from an integral reading.

4. Literary analysis of some literary and dramaturgical texts of the period delimited taking into account the literary fields in which they are
inserted and their contexts of production / reception.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Various teaching-learning methods will be used: expository classes (T); communicative interaction, group work and oral presentations (TP);
individual work or in small groups (OT).

Evaluation by test with at least one in-class assessment (50%) and an exam during época normal (50%).

Attendance criteria: in order to be admitted to exam during época normal, students are required to attend, at least, 75% of the contact
hours.

All enrolled students are automatically admitted to exam during época de recurso .

In all evaluation moments (including exams) 20% of the total grade will be attributed to linguistic, discursive and textual structuring correction.
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
