Metodologias de ensino (avaliagdo incluida)

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)
The syllabus was designed to raise students' awareness about the importance of the territory when structuring the tourism
product. Throughout the curricular unit, case studies are analyzed in order to enhance students' skills, to provide tools to
understand the tourism and territorial planning processes, to emphasize the importance of an active and ethical professional
performance and to improve the quality of the participation in decision-making processes.
Syllabus
The syllabus was divided into three different blocks:
The first aims at raising awareness and creating a contextual and conceptual framework;
The second aims at contextualizing and analyzing the objectives, principles and purposes of territorial planning and its
impact on the organization of the tourism supply;
The third aims at contextualizing and developing the planning process and its coordination with the territory and with the
activity development underlying principles.
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Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

The objective is to develop the conceptual and functional skills to work at top level management. Therefore, the classes
focus on case studies. The learning process involves the active participation of students and the analysis of case studies in
order to capitalize on students' previous experiences.

The aim is to foster critical thinking that will contribute to developing the following specific skills:

- To identify the main characteristics of territorial planning with an emphasis on the tourism sector; this will be achieved
through observation, reading and critical discussion of the plans;

- To set the standard and nature of the information on tourism territorial planning;

- To define indicators and analytical procedures;

- To identify and characterize the methodologies for territorial planning;

- To assess the results of the territorial planning exercises.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)
- Continuous Assessment (CA) component (40%) + Exam (60%)
The CA component comprises: test, 60%; work (e.g. worksheets) done in class and at home, 40%.

- Students with a final CA grade of >=12 are exempt from the exam.

- If favourable to the student, the exam mark from the 1 St exam period calculated with the CA grade will be applied for admission to further

exam periods during the same academic year.

- In the Special Exam Period for concluding the Course, or for improving the final classification, the exam weighting is 100%.

- The student may use the CA grade obtained in the previous academic year by applying in writing to the course unit teacher.

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

The teaching methodology is based on instruments that enable students to understand the relevant concepts and to learn
how to apply them in real contexts. Lectures and practical classes ensure this goal.

During lectures, the lecturer conveys concepts, principles and criteria, management, planning and control tools. With this
information, students must be able to find the best solutions and to contextualize the practical actions.

During classes, case studies are analyzed to enhance students? critical thinking. In these classes students should apply what

they have learned in the lectures. These teaching methodologies help improving the strategic decision making process.
Special attention is paid to the analysis of regional newspaper articles, newspaper reports and to the discussion of examples
of tourism and territorial planning.
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
