Syllabus

The syllabus was designed to raise students' awareness about the importance of the territory when structuring the tourism product.
Throughout the curricular unit, case studies are analysed in order to enhance students' skills, to provide tools to understand the tourism and
territorial planning processes, to emphasize the importance of an active and ethical professional performance and to improve the quality of
the participation in decision-making processes.

The syllabus was divided into three different blocks:

- The first aims at raising awareness and creating a contextual and conceptual framework;

- The second aims at contextualizing and analysing the objectives, principles and purposes of territorial planning and its impact on the
organization of the tourism supply;

- The third aims at contextualizing and developing the planning process and its coordination with the territory and with the activity
development underlying principles.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)
The teaching methodology combines lectures and classes.
The lectures aim to convey the concepts, to explain the recognition and measurement criteria and to present the topics of the curricular unit.

Audiovisual documents are analysed and enable the contact with the reality experienced in destinations with different approaches and
different levels of development.

The classes aim to analyse case studies.

The assessment for this curricular unit consists of a distributed component and a final examination.

Students who obtain a grade of twelve or more in the distributed component of the curricular unit will be exempt from the final exam.

The distributed component assessment and the final exam correspond, respectively, to 40% and 60% of the final grade of the curricular unit.
