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Demonstracao da coeréncia dos conteldos programaticos com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular

A unidade curricular incide sobre a problemética do marketing no contexto dos destinos turisticos, com um particular enfoque estratégico. O
objetivo é dotar os estudantes dos instrumentos e técnicas de andlise e formulagdo estratégica a aplicar na gestdo estratégica e marketing
de um destino, pelo que, é apresentada uma estrutura concetual, de analise e formulagéo estratégica, implementagdo e monitorizacao dos
resultados.

Recorre-se sistematicamente a consulta e analise de dados estatisticos e relativos a tendéncias com implicagées na determinagdo das
estratégias de destino. Neste sentido, no ponto 1 é efetuada uma introducao a gestdo de marketing de destinos turisticos e no ponto 2
apresentam-se 0s instrumentos necessarios a realizagdo de uma analise da situagdo. No ponto 3 abordam-se os conceitos subjacentes
a formulagao da estratégia e no ponto 4 séo apresentados e discutidos as atividades de informacéo e comunicacéo de destinos turisticos.

Metodologias de ensino (avaliagéo incluida)

A avaliagdo da unidade curricular é constituida por uma Componente de Avaliagéo por Frequéncia CAF (peso 40%) + Exame (peso 60%)
Avaliacéo da CAF:

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Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

This curricular unit focuses on the problem of marketing in the context of tourism destinations, with a particular strategic focus. The goal is to
provide students with tools and techniques of analysis and the formulation of strategies to be applied in strategic management and marketing
of a destination.

The conceptual framework comprises the analysis and strategic formulation, its implementation and control and evaluation of results. Tourist
statistical data is used, both for the identification of trends which might impact upon the definition of destination strategies, and for the
analysis of markets and tourist destination competitors. In section 1 an introduction to marketing management of tourist destinations is
performed and in section 2 the instruments needed to carry out a situation analysis are presented. In section 3 the concepts underlying
the formulation of the strategy are discussed and in section 4 information and communication activities are presented and discussed.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The assessment of the curricular unit consists of a Continuous Assessment (CA) component (40%) + Exam (60%).
The CA component comprises:

Test: 60%);

Group assignment: 40%.

Admission to the exam during the 'época normal’ period: a final CA grade of >= 6 is needed.

Students with a final CA grade of >=12 are exempt from the exam.

If favourable to the student, the exam mark from the 1st exam period calculated with the CA grade will be applied for admission to further
exam periods during the same academic year.

In the Special Exam Period for concluding the Course, or for improving the final classification, the exam weighting is 100%.
The student may use the CA grade obtained in the previous academic year by applying in writing to the course unit teacher.

In case of doubt about the mark obtained in one of the elements of assessment, the professor may require the student to carry out a further
proof that will replace this element of evaluation.

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

The theoretical/practical teaching methodologies encompass lectures complemented by presentations of practical examples, students'
participation and audio-visual aids. The aim of this approach is to familiarise students with the theoretical and conceptual framework to
explicit criteria and familiarize students with the main tools of marketing in the context of a tourism destination. In the practical classes, case
studies will be presented in order to encourage the developing of skills for analysing information and conducting critical thinking.

The practical component is strengthened by students participating in a group assignment, in which they are encouraged to apply the acquired
skills and know-how.
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
