A avaliagdo da UC é realizada com base
no relatério escrito e na apresentacao oral seguindo os critérios: (1) qualidade do trabalho, avaliada pelo orientador (40%); (2) qualidade do
trabalho escrito e oral (45%) e apresentacgdo oral (15%) ambas avaliadas pela comisséo do MAP. A classificagdo final sera atribuida numa
escala de 0 a 20 valores.

The objective of this curricular unit (CU) it to provide the students with skils that allow them to struvture a project. Students will learn to
delineate experiences, interpret the best methodologies for answering the question of interest, and develop critical skills by designing a
research project through: problem identification (including state of the art review), definition of the hypothesis to be tested and experimental
planning. This CU is an original and individual work of conception and planning of the thesis activities and should be within the scientific fields
associated with one of the areas of specialization of the Master in Aquaculture and Fisheriies. Students shall write a report and present the
proposed research in a public session.

Syllabus

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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The supervisor will be responsible for the compliance with the objectives established and for guaranteeing the student¢,s understanding of the
experimental plan. The student will prepare a report, guided by the supervisor, that includes literature review, justification of the thesis topic,
objectives of the work, description of tasks, indication of the methodology and chronology of the tasks. The supervisor will guide the student
in the preparation for their oral presentation. The evaluation is based on: work performance evaluated by the supervisor (40%), written report
(45%) and oral presentation (15%) both evaluated by the MAF commission. The final grade will be on a scale of 0 to 20.
