Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The course unit Thesis Dissertation has a maximum of 2 coordinators per student, which need to be experts in the area of research
belonging to the University of Algarve or to other national or international institution. At least one coordinator need to be from the UAlg.
The coordinator(s) are in charge of following and supervising the experimental work, supporting the student and participating in all work
steps. The thesis dissertation is composed of two parts: a written work and an oral defence. After finishing the written work, that should
be corrected by the coordinator, it will be require the defence of thesis dissertation where a jury composed by one member of the master
commission (president), the student coordinator(s) and an invited specialist (principal opponent) will be present for the student thesis
public defence. The written work and the oral defence will be evaluated in a scale from 0-20 with classification between 10-20 values.
