The objective of this course is to gain experience in field methods in one or more of the following related areas: Biology, Marine Biology,
Marine Ecology, Fisheries, Oceanography, and Environmental Sciences, by means of practical participation in research projects.

Syllabus

This course will be designed to fit the interests of individual students or small groups of students. The students will get practical training in
field methods under the supervision of researchers and professors working in the field of study selected by the student.

Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

At the end of the training period, the student should be very familiar and have a good understanding of the field method or methods he or she
trained in. The student should understand the applications as well as the limitations of the methods learned.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Each student will be assigned to one professor or researcher with a PhD degree coordinating the work process during the training period,
named as supervisor, who will be responsible for the final evaluation, although other researchers may function as co-supervisors. The
training period schedule will be planned according to the type of work and the student and supervisors schedule requirements, keeping in
mind that the total number of work hours cannot be changed.

The student’s final grade will be calculated as 60% from a written report and 40% from the student’s practical performance during the hours
of practical work. An evaluation form will be filled in by each supervisor.
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Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

This is a practical training course. The objective is for the students to gain experience in real research and learn new methods. Thus, they will
be integrated in research groups and will learn the applications and limitations of one or more methods. The students will be supervised by
researchers with a PhD degree on a one-to-one basis who will guide them and teach them. The co-supervision by researchers without a PhD
degree will be allowed if they have experience in the field method as indicated by the main supervisor.
