A avaliagdo de conhecimentos comporta dois modelos: avaliagdo continua e avaliagcéo por exame final.

1) Avaliagao continua

Baseada na realizacdo de 2 provas escritas, cada uma com a ponderagdo de 50%.

Ficam aprovados os alunos que obtenham média minima de 10 valores e nota minima de 8 valores em cada prova.

2) Avaliagcéo por Exame Final

Consiste numa prova escrita (ponderagdo igual a 100%) a incidir sobre a totalidade dos contedidos programaticos ministrados.

Ficam aprovados os alunos que obtenham uma classificag&o igual ou superior a 9,5 valores.
Para os alunos que nos exames obtenham classificacdes entre 8,5 e 9,4 valores havera uma prova oral.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Study aids are available at the online portal (such as tax codes, theoretical papers and worksheets).

The presentation of theoretical material and the interaction with students during the lectures.

In practical classes, students are requested to come forward with proposals for solutions concerning the issues raised.
The evaluation is compromised by two models: continuous evaluation and the final exam.

1) Continuous Evaluation
Based on the completion of two written tests, each worth 50% of the grade.

Students will be approved if they manage to obtain a minimum average of 10 points and a minimum score of 8 points in each event.

2) Final Exam

Consists of a written test (worth 100%) covering the whole syllabus taught.

Students will be approved if they obtain a score equal to or higher than 9.5.

For students who obtain rating values between 8.5 and 9.4 there will be an oral exam.
