The main aim of this course is to familiarize the students with the type of decisions that managers have to make in terms of the design
and management of operations in organizations. Furthermore, it aims to provide the students with skills at the conceptual, analytical and
practical level in what respects the effective management of operations in different types of organizations.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Operations Management classes are structured into two theoretical sessions, two practical sessions and one tutorial session per week.

The evaluation of the students is based on two optional models:

1. Continuous evaluation , including two individual written tests, worth 50% each.

In order to approve through this model of evaluation, the student needs to have, at least, 8 out of 20 values in each individual test and to have
an average of the two tests equal or superior to 9,5 values out of 20.

2. Evaluation based on a final exam , according to the rules of the specific Regulations of the Faculty.

In both evaluation models, an oral examination may be required for marks superior to 16 out of 20 values. In this case, a mark of 16

values is secure independently of the performance in the oral examination.
