Os conteldos programéticos correspondem na sua generalidade aos topicos que habitualmente estruturam uma disciplina de introdugéo a
Microeconomia. Estao organizados em duas partes: na primeira, estuda-se o objeto e o método da Ciéncia Econdmica e os problemas
relacionados com a organizacéo econdmica das sociedades; na segunda, estudam-se 0s principios elementares da Microeconomia com
destaque para a andlise da procura e da oferta, a determinagéo dos precos nos mercados e o comportamento econémico dos agentes.

Com a lecionacao destes contelddos programaticos, e uma vez concluido o processo de ensino/aprendizagem, espera-se que os estudantes
conhegam e compreendam os conceitos basicos da Microeconomia, sejam capazes de resolver grafica e analiticamente problemas
econdémicos elementares e que apliquem o raciocinio caracteristico da analise microeconémica a questdes simples da vida quotidiana.

Metodologias de ensino (avaliagdo incluida)

A Unidade Curricular é lecionada semanalmente através de aulas tedricas e praticas. As aulas tedricas tém um caracter expositivo e sdo
sustentadas no manual recomendado; as aulas praticas, de natureza participativa, destinam-se a resolucéo de exercicios.

Nos termos do Regulamento de Avaliacdo em vigor, o aluno pode optar pelos regimes de avaliagcdo continua ou de exame final. O aluno tera
aprovacao se obtiver em qualquer dos regimes uma classifica¢céo néo inferior a 10 valores.

O regime de avaliagéo continua é constituido por dois testes individuais sem consulta, cada um com a ponderacéo de 50%, n&o podendo a
classificagao de qualquer um deles ser inferior a 7,5 valores.

O regime de exame final consiste na realizagdo de uma prova sem consulta com a ponderagao de 100%.

Microeconomics is an introductory course on the fundamentals of microeconomic theory. Begins by presenting some fundamental economic
concepts; next, discusses the basics of supply and demand and how these forces interact in determining prices; than, look to the influence of
public intervention in the functioning of markets; and finally, analyses the economic behaviour of consumers and firms emphasizing, in
particular, the way these economic agents take their consumption and production decisions.On completion of this course a student should be
able to: 1) Know and understand the basic concepts of microeconomics; 2) Solve elementary microeconomic problems using graphic and
analytical instruments; 3) Understand the specific reasoning of microeconomic analysis and applying it to simple real life problems.

Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

The topics discussed in this course are the ones that usually structure a course of introductory microeconomics. They are organized in two
parts: The first, - Basic Economic Concepts -, studies the subject and the method of economic science and the problems related with the
economic organization of societies; the second, - Principles of Microeconomics ? studies the elementary principles of microeconomics with
an emphasis on the analysis of demand and supply, the determination of prices in the markets and the economic behaviour of agents.

With the study of these topics, and once completed the teaching/learning process, students are expected to know and understand the basic
concepts of microeconomics, be able to solve elementary economic problems and applying the specific reasoning of microeconomic analysis
to simple problems of everyday life.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The Course is taught on a weekly basis through theoretical and practical classes. The lectures are expository and are sustained in the
manual recommended; the practical lessons, participatory in nature, are intended to solve exercises.

According to the rules of the specific Regulations of the Faculty, the evaluation of the students is based on two optional models:

Continuous evaluation - consists of two individual closed book tests, each with a weighting of 50% of the final mark. In order to approve
through this model of evaluation, the student needs to achieves at least, 7,5 out of 20 values in each one of the individual tests.

Final exam ? based on a closed book exam that will represent 100% of the final mark.

Students will complete successfully the course if in each model the final mark is equal or superior to 9,5 values (out of 20).
