Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The students should attend theoretical and pratical lectures. In the theoretical lectures students adquire knowledge on concepts
and analytical models. In the pratical lectures students are supposed to solve exercises.

The evaluation follows two alternative models: i) Continuous evaluation; ii) Evaluation by final exam.

All the enrolled students can choose the continuous evaluation model which is composed by two exams (each exam will have a weight
of 50% in the final grade). The grade in each exam should never be less than 7.5 points (out of 20 points).

Those students who do not attend the continuous evaluation model and those who have got marks below 7.5 in any of the exams of the
continuous evaluation model, will attend the evaluation by final exam, which is composed by one single exam, covering all the syllabus, with
a weigth of 100% in the final grade.
