Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The teaching of this course develops by conducting theoretical, practical and tutorial classes. Theoretical classes have an expository
nature and serve to introduce the authors and schools associated with each program content; practical lessons are intended for
discussion of texts related to the authors studied; tutorials aimed to support students's progresss regarding the mandatory team works
that students will have to present in class.

With regard to the method of assessment, students can choose the continuous or final exam evaluation schemes. The continuous
assessment scheme contemplates the realization of a team work and an individual closed book test, each with a weighting of 50% of the
final mark. The final exam scheme is based on a closed book exam that wil represent 100% of the final mark. Students will complete
successfully the course if in each model the final mark is equal or superior to 9,5 values (out of 20).
