Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The methodologies are privileged analytical abilities of students through the combination of lectures and practical classes where are
studied the techniques and methods of financial institutions. The evaluation system in continuous assessment, includes the preparation
of a full report of economic-financial analysis on a Portuguese or foreign financial institution with a 50% weight in the final evaluation and
an individual test with weighting of 50% remaining. To obtain approval students must have a rating equal to or greater than 9.5 values in
each of the moments of evaluation. Students who do not obtain approval on continuous assessment and who opt for not doing, will be
subject to an individual assessment that includes an individual test on the entire program.
