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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)
The teaching of this course is based on a clear distinction between theoretical, practical and tutorial classes. In the theoretical classes, the

fundamental contents of the program are exposed and in the practical classes exercises are solved. In the tutorials the lecturer answers
questions and supports students in their study.

The evaluation comprises two models: continuous evaluation and final exam.

Continuous evaluation:
This model requires that students attend classes regularly and comprises a group work and two individual written tests. The group work has a

weight of 30% in the final grade and each of the written tests a weigh of 35%. Are approved students whose weighted average of marks is at
least 9.5 points and who cumulatively score an average mark on the written tests of at least 7.5 points.

Final exam:

It is an individual written exam that focuses on all topics of the program.
