Compreender, numa perspectiva abrangente, as varias fases de desenvolvimento do capitalismo moderno, acompanhadas pari passu pelo
desenvolvimento de grandes concentra¢cdes empresarias.

Aprofundar o conhecimento sobre a evolugéo histérica dos diferentes modelos empresariais, relacionando os seus métodos de producgéo e
gestao com as necessidades do mercado, com os modelos sociais de trabalho e com as organizag@es politicas.

Construir intelectualmente um quadro de referéncias socioeconémicas de caracter interdisciplinar que permita a reflexdo néo so6 sobre o
passado e sobre a actualidade, mas também sobre o futuro provavel.

Desenvolver aptiddes e competéncias no ambito da leitura, investigacao e interpretagéo de bibliografia e fontes, acompanhadas por um
incentivo permantente a reflex@o critica sobre as teméticas da UC, relacionando-as com outras disciplinas e aprendizagens.

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Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)
Aulas tedrico-préaticas de exposigdo oral sobre os diversos temas do programa e de debate e analise critica dos mesmos,

perfazendo um total de trés horas semanais, a que acresce um apoio tutorial para dissipagdo de davidas, apoio teérico e aconselhamento
bibliogréafico para a elaboracdo dos trabalhos dos alunos.

Avaliacéo

O aluno podera optar pelos regimes de avaliacao continua ou de exame final. O aluno tera aprovagao se obtiver em qualquer dos regimes
uma classifica¢éo néo inferior a 9,5 valores.

O regime de avaliagdo continua tem como requisito uma taxa de assiduidade de 75% e é constituido por:
a) redaccao de um trabalho, individual ou coletivo, com uma ponderacéo de 50%.

b) apresentacgéo oral do trabalho, individual ou colectivo, com uma ponderagéo de 30%.

) participacdo nas aulas, com uma ponderacéo de 20%.

Se no trabalho a classificagao for inferior a 9,5 valores, sera remetido a exame final.

O regime de exame final consiste na realizagdo de uma prova escrita com a ponderagao de 100%.

Prior knowledge and skills

The student should have some basic knowledge of European and World History in the 19th and 20th centuries, and show an interest in
economic science. Prior knowledge of the main current European industries helps to understand the evolution of capitalism and of the
Western economy.

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

To understand, in a comprehensive perspective, the various phases of development of modern capitalism, followed pari passu by the
development of large business concentrations.

To deepen knowledge of the historical evolution of different business models, relating their production and management methods to market
needs, social models of work and political organisations.

To build an intellectual framework of socio-economic references of an interdisciplinary nature that allows reflection not only on the past and
the present, but also on the likely future.

To develop skills and competences regarding reading, research and interpretation of bibliography and sources, accompanied by a permanent
incentive to critical reflection on the themes of the curricular unit, relating them to other disciplines and learnings.
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Syllabus

1. introduction: the main issues of economic and business history and the evolution of economic thought.

2. The pre-industrial capitalist economy: the entrepreneur, the enterprise and the business in the period of development of modern capitalism.
3. Liberalism and industrialisation in the 19th century: the Little Divergence and the development of large business concentrations.

4. The First Globalisation (1850-1914): development of international trade and of the contemporary financial system. The Great Divergence.
5. World economy between «wars»: World War |, the Great Depression and World War II.

6. The Second Globalisation (from the second half of the 20th century to the beginning of the 21st century): the era of large companies and
multinationals. The formation of large economic groups.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Theoretical-practical classes of oral exposition on the various topics of the programme and debate and critical analysis of them The classes
make up a total of three hours per week, to which is added a tutorial support for dissipation of doubts, theoretical support and bibliographic
advice for the preparation of the students' assignments.

Evaluation

The student may choose between continuous evaluation regime or final exam regime. The student will be approved if he/she obtains in any
of the regimes a grade of not less than 9.5 values.

The continuous evaluation regime requires a 75% attendance rate and consists of:

a) writing an individual or collective assignment - 50%.

b) oral presentation of the assignment - 30%.

c¢) attendance and participation in classes - 20%.

If the student obtains a grade below 9.5 in the assignment, he/she will be referred to a final exam.

The final examination consists of a written test which comprises 100% of the grade.
