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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Teaching metodologies include theoretical and pratical classes and tutorial orientation.

Assessment is based upon two optional modalities:

1. Assessment along the course : presupposes regular class attendance.

1. Written Test (50%)
2. Group Work (40%)
3. Active participation and class attendance (10%)

For continuous assessment the written test and the group work are mandatory.

In case of non compliance with that requirement, students are directly admitted to final exam.

In order to approve through this modality of assessment, the student needs to have, at least, 8 out of 20 values in the individual test, and
have a weighted average of the three components equal to, or higher than, 9,5 marks out of 20.

2. Assessment by Final Exam : an exam that will cover all matter contained in the program. Worth 100% of the final mark.
