Esta UC foca-se no processo de investigacdo qualitativa (desde a fase inicial até a fase da selegdo das técnicas de amostragem). Os
objetivos de aprendizagem sao os seguintes:

2. Entender as diversas abordagens no dominio da investigacéo qualitativa;

Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)
As metodologias de ensino assentam numa combinacéo de sessfes de pendor tedrico (exposicao e discussao critica dos conteldos

programaticos, apelando-se a participacédo dos estudantes) com sessdes de pendor pratico (ex.: discusséo de boas praticas de investigacédo
qualitativa), a que se juntam as tutorias presenciais e eletrénicas.

A avaliacéo dos estudantes podera ser realizada através de 2 modalidades:

1. Avaliacao continua, que inclui 2 componentes:

a. Um portfolio de grupo com vérias pegas (1 revisdo da literatura, 1 modelo de andlise, etc.). Ponderacgao: 50% da classificacéo final.

b. Um teste escrito individual. Ponderacéo: 50% da classificagao final.

Nesta modalidade, os estudantes obtém aprovacéo se obtiverem, pelo menos, 7 valores no teste individual, e se a média ponderada das

duas componentes for igual ou superior a 9,5 valores.

2. Avaliacéo por exame final. Este exame é realizado nos termos e condi¢Bes estipuladas no Regulamento de Avaliagéo da FEUAIg.

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)
This unit is focused on qualitative research (from the initial phases until the phase of sampling). The learning outcomes are:
1. To explain the main characteristics of qualitative research and the main stages;

2. To understand the different approaches of qualitative research;

3. To conceive a literature review and a conceptual model;

4. To describe the main techniques of data collection;

5. To create a script of a semi-structured interview;

6. To explain the main techniques of conducting an interview;

7. To understand the main sampling techniques in the domain of qualitative research;
8. To design a sampling plan;

9. To describe the main criteria to assess the quality of qualitative research;

10. To develop critical thinking skills, written and oral communication skills, and the capacity of working in teams.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)
The teaching methodologies are based on a combination of theory-oriented sessions (exposition and critical discussion of the syllabus,

promoting the participation of the students) with practice-oriented sessions (e.g.: discussion of best preactices of qualitative research),
complemented with face-to-face and electronic tutorials.

The assessment of the students is based on 2 optional modalities:
1. Continuous evaluation, including 2 components:
- One group portfolio with several components (1 literature review, 1 conceptual model, and son on). Worth 50% of the final mark.

- One individual written test. Worth 50% of the final mark.

In order to approve through this modality of evaluation, the student needs to have, at least, 7 marks (out of 20) in the individual test, and have

a weighted average of the two components equal to, or higher than, 9,5 marks (out of 20).

2. Final exam. This exam is undertaken according to the terms and conditions established by the regulations of the FEUAIg.
