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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The teaching / learning methodologies will be based on a combination of theoretical and practical lectures. In addition the student have
access to face-to-face and electronic tutorials.The assessment may be done by two modalities:

1 - Continuous assessment (distributed without final exam)

2 - Evaluation by final exam.

The first modality consists in:

- A group work (50%);
- An individual writing test (50%); Minimum marks required: 7,5 marks.

NOTE: continuous assessment requires compliance with a minimum attendance rate, which cannot be less than 55% of the total number of
classes taught, under penalty of cancellation of the assessment in this modality.
