I. Evaluation during the functioning of the course
i) Group work

It consists on the simulation of building a social intervention project based on a model previously presented to students or on an analysis of a
plan or programme. [40%]

i) Oral presentation
Results of the developed group work, valuing exposure capabilities and creativity of students in each group. [20%)]
iii) Individual work

Work focused on the presentation of planning and evaluation techniques that were the basis for construction of the project or on the
construction of an evaluation model. [40%)]

If the weighted average of assessment elements is equal to or greater than 9.5, students are exempted from assessment by exam.
1. Evaluation by exam

Written test that will focus on all the matters of the program.
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
