2. The Internet as a source and scientific information resource

2.1. The search for information on the Internet (specialized search engines - academic google)

3. Information Research Techniques: Identification of key words (thesaurus)/search terms

3.1. Use of logic operators (Boolean, mathematics)

3.2. Open access/free access/open access: institutional repositories and scientific libraries (RCAAP, Scielo)
4. Evaluation of information sources: accuracy, reliability and trustworthiness.

5. Plagiarism and citing information sources (APA Style, 7th edition): quotations and bibliographical references.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Methodologies of teaching of this course include oral exposition of contents, analysis and discussion of texts, individual and group work and
debates. In theoretical lectures will be used oral presentation of the theoretical contents; theoretical-practical classes include individual or
work group (until 3 students), oral presentations and debates. Tutorial classes will be dedicated to answering questions or doubts and
supporting the work done by students.

The evaluation consists of the completion of a Portfolio of the exercises developed during the theoretical-practical classes (laboratory)
(100%). Portfolio design (80%), individual reflection (20%).

Note: The presence of the students in the TP classes is fundamental for the realization of the exercises. Students who, by law, are excused
from attending the classes and provide proof of their situation, the assessment assumes the same weightings and should, therefore, contact
the teacher at the beginning of the semester.
