S&o instituicdes situadas quer no campo do sistema educativo, quer fora dele (e.g., autarquias locais,
empresas, organizacdes ndo governamentais, IPSS, associagdes de desenvolvimento local e comunitario, de formacéo de adultos, etc.).

Este segundo Seminario de Projeto vem na continuidade do Seminario de Projeto - Préaticas Profissionais em Educacéo |, pelo que os
contetdos sdo, em tudo, semelhantes, apenas se diferenciando as instituicdes a serem visitadas/conhecidas.

Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

As estratégias de ensino-aprendizagem tém na base os principios pedagdégicos da metodologia de trabalho de projeto, sendo frequente o
recurso a espacos de exposicdo e de debate e reflexdo, quer com base nos contributos teéricos, quer com base na experiéncia pessoal que
ird sendo adquirida pelos estudantes.

Na metodologia adotada recorrer-se-a, assim, a diversas estratégias/métodos de ensino: Visitas a instituicdes; Sessdes dinamizadas pelas
instituicdes; Trabalhos de grupo; Seminarios tematicos. Algumas sessfes sdo também dedicadas a leitura orientada de documentos que
regulamentam o funcionamento institucional e a anélise de fontes de informacéo variadas.

A avaliacdo consiste num portefélio reflexivo de aprendizagens individual (100%): narrativas dos estudantes; pesquisas sobre os temas
abordados; relato de experiéncias; resolucdo de problemas; analise de documentos/artigos, etc. A estrutura sera definida na primeira aula. O
trabalho final serd submetido na tutoria.

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Syllabus

The central content of this Seminar refers to the study of institutions of educational and formative nature (contextual analysis), where various
practices are framed. They are institutions situated within and outside the educational system (eg, local authorities, enterprises,
non-governmental organizations, IPSS, local and community development associations, adult education, etc.). The focus will continue to be
on the typologies, regulations, creation, mission and objectives of the different entities and institutions of civil society.

This discipline continues the other one in 1st year. The themes are similar and only the institutions that are going to be visited differ.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The teaching-learning strategies are based on the pedagogical principles of the project work methodology, with frequent use of theoretical
sessions and debate and reflection, both based on theoretical contributions and on the personal experience that is being acquired by the
students.

In the adopted methodology, several strategies / teaching methods will be used: Visits to institutions; Sessions offered by institutions; Group
work; Thematic seminars.

Some sessions are also devoted to the guided reading of documents that regulate the institutional functioning and the analysis of varied
sources of information.

The evaluation consists of a reflective portfolio of individual learning (100%): student narratives; research on the topics covered; experience
reports; problem solving; analysis of documents/articles, etc. The structure will be defined in the first lesson. The final work will be submitted
in the platform.
