Theoretical classes will essentially employ oral presentation; theoretical-practical classes shall be dedicated to executing individual
and group projects, and reflections and debates, on the basis of texts/works/articles produced by the studied authors and other authors of
reference in the field. TG classes are aimed at preparing students for tests by answering their questions and undertaking exercises proposed
by the professor, conducted before evaluations at a time and date agreed with the students.
