Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)
1. In the theoretical classes an expositive method will be used mainly, although the debate about the different themes is also encouraged,;

2. In the theoretical-practical classes more active methodologies will be employed, in which situations of debate, analysis and presentation of
scientific articles, and self-evaluation exercises on the different dimensions of motivational functioning will be provided.

The distributed evaluation considers the following parameters:
- Test: 60%
- Tasks: 40%
A. Summary, analysis and presentation of a scientific article: 20%
B. Review of a theory and illustration with a practical case: 20%
- Students that possess worker-student status may require a single task (critical review) with a weight of 40%.
Exam: 100%
