1 - Reading of theoretical and methodological works;

2 - Construction of the problem, hypothesis formulation, definition of objectives, definition of a grid of theoretical and methodological analysi
3 - Definition of documental corpus, construction guidelines, instruments, surveys, etc ...;

4 - Establishing how the empiric material will be produced and processed;

5 - Empirical research, field work;

6 - Systematization of information, analysis and processing;

7 - Writing and revision

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)
