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Syllabus

Photography: general concepts, history, technique;

The Cameras and the digital photographic devices;

The operation of the photographic cameras;

The mechanisms of regulation of the exposure: aperture of the diaphragm, shutter speed and I1SO;
The diaphragm aperture and the depth of field;

The shutter speed and the "freezing" or "motion blur" of the movement;

Notions of photometry;

The framing, the composition and the perspective in photography;

The register, export and processing of digital images.

Introduction to the analogue processes;

Photography and Visual Arts;

Photography as an artistic expression and as a work of art;

The status and legitimation of the photographic image as an autonomous artistic practice;
The aesthetic proposals of the contemporary photography;

The advent of digital photography and new global communication devices;

Photography and the "network society";

The status of credibility and documentary legitimacy of the digital photographic image.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Moments of evaluation: three practical assignments.

The course content will be explored mainly through practical exercises. The evaluation is of continuous nature. The students will have to

undergo the Final Evaluation, which consists of the submission of work relating to the proposals requested, before a jury composed of the UC

lecturers of this Curricular Unit.
The following aspects will be evaluated:
The idealization (coherence and originality);

The conception of the projects (the articulation of the ideas with the final project, the creativity and the technical work¢,s quality)

The critical capacity, the power of synthesis and the contribution to the collective knowledge;
The Investment in the work and the evolution of the personal journey.

In order to be admitted for final evaluation, the students are required to attend, at least, 75% of the contact hours and at least two evaluations

must be completed.
