The curricular unity of Metodologia do Trabalho Artistico has as main objective the learning of the basic elements of the scientific
methodology, the specificity of the artwork methodology within the humanities and the various steps in the elaboration of research

projects in the field of Visual Arts.

In this context, the students develop several works, including a work of preparing a Draft of an artistic intervention in the area of the

public art, with recourse to the use of appropriate methodologies. This project will identify the basic objectives and expose and explain

the various stages and options for its implementation.

In addition, the students get to know different methods used in the preparation of curricula and artistic portfolios, performing until the end

of the semester a portfolio and a resume.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The program of the curricular unit of Metodologia do Trabalho Artistico has as basic methodology the theoretical explanation of the basic

elements of the scientific methodology and the specificity of the work of art within the Humanities, based on the theories and models

listed in the bibliography ?

Monitoring on individual achievement of the projects of the students.

Evaluation

A theoretical-practical work (50% of the final classification).

Evaluation by test with at least one in-class assessment (50%) and an exam during the época normal (50%).

Attendance criteria: in order to be admitted to exam during época normal, students are required to attend, at least, 75% of the contact

hours.
All enrolled students are automatically admitted to exam during the época de recurso.

In all evaluation moments (including exams) 20% of the total grade will be attributed to linguistic, discursive and textual structuring

correction.
