A unidade curricular segue a avaliagdo por frequéncia com exame final. Para efeitos de avaliagdo, serao seguidos os seguintes parametros
e critérios:

A unidade curricular segue a avaliagdo por frequéncia com exame final, com os seguintes parametros e critérios:

1. Assiduidade (30%): na escala 0-20, classificagcao correspondente a percentagem de aulas assistidas (minimo 75%).
2. Exercicio escrito de avaliagcao presencial (40%-com exame; 70%-sem exame).

3. Exame de época normal (30%; 0% no caso de dispensa).

Serdo dispensados do exame de época normal os estudantes que obtenham, pelo menos, 13,5 valores no exercicio escrito de avaliagdo
presencial e apresentem 75% de assiduidade.
