Objetivos de aprendizagem (conhecimentos, aptidées e competéncias)

Introduzir, de forma tedrico-pratica, algumas das atitudes e problematicas estéticas que marcaram o século XX e que continuam a estar
na base da maioria da producéo do século XXI, dando aos alunos ferramentas para entenderem as caracteristicas da arte
contemporéanea.

Contelidos programaticos

A colagem, a abstraccao, a construcao, a relacao da escultura com o objecto, com o espaco e com o observador, a necessidade ou nao
da existéncia fisica do objecto de arte, a relacdo com a tradicdo e com a nova concepgao do tempo histérico, sdo algumas das questdes
que serdo tratadas nesta UC.

Demonstracao da coeréncia dos contetdos programaticos com o0s objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular

Sera através da andlise das caracteristicas distintivas da producao artistica dos séculos XX e XXI, naquilo em que continuam a tradi¢céo
e, sobretudo, nas profundas alteracdes introduzidas neste periodo, que podem ser interiorizadas algumas das caracteristicas da arte
contemporénea.

Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

As aulas terdo um caracter tedrico-pratico. As questdes, depois de uma rapida introducéo através da apresentagéo de imagens de
exemplos da historia da arte, serdo tratadas através de exercicios praticos simples, executados durante o tempo da aula. Alguns
exemplos: execugdo de uma colagem bidimensional com material existente na sala; execugéo de uma escultura numa hora; trabalhar a
partir de uma imagem fornecida pelo professor; constru¢&o utilizando materiais como esparguete, linha e cola. Quando necessario seréo
fornecidos textos para discussao.

A avaliagdo sera continua e havera um momento de avaliagdo formal: o exame final (o aluno devera ter 75% de assiduidade para
admisséo ao exame normal). Todos os alunos regularmente inscritos estdo automaticamente admitidos ao exame da época de recurso.
Em todos os momentos de avaliagdo (incluindo exames) sera atribuida uma percentagem de 20% a correcgao linguistica e discursiva e
a estruturagédo textual.
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Demonstracao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular

Através da experimentagéo préatica de processos e formas de trabalhar, caracteristicas da arte do século XX, enquadrada pela
apresentacao e discussédo de exemplos paradigmaticos desses processos tal como foram utilizados por artistas exemplares,
consegue-se que os estudantes fagam uma aprendizagem orgéanica desses temas e que os integrem de modo natural no seu
vocabulario.

Frequence of the 1st year of the BA in Visual Arts

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

An introduction, by a hands-on approach, anchored in theorectical in-puts, to the main processes and aesthetic questions that have been
at the centre of the artistic practice in the 20th century, and are still present in most 21st century production. The students are supposed
to acquire the toolsthat will allow a thorough understanding of contemporary art.

Syllabus

Collage, abstraction, construction, the relationship between sculpture and the object, its space and the viewer, the necessity of the
physical existence of the work of art, the relation of the work with tradition and the new concept of historical time, are some of the
questions that will be worked in the class.

Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

Itis through a close viewing of the distinctive characteristics of the artistic production of the 20 th and 21 St centuries, in their relationship
with tradition and, specially, in the way new approaches and ideas were introduced, that a deeper understanding of contemporary art can
be achived.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The classes will be both theoretical and practical. The subjects, after a short introduction through the presentation of art historical
examples, will be treated by simple exercises done whithin the duration of a class. These exercises will involve the use of common
materials and simple processes. Some examples: a two dimentional collage done using materials available in the classroom; a sculpture
done in one hour; a work based on an image supplied by the teacher; a construction done using materials like spaggetti, thread and glue.
When necessary texts will be discussed in class.

The evaluation will be continuous and there will be one moment of formal evaluation: a final exam (students need 75% attendance to be

admited to the regular exam). All enrolled students will be admited to the appeal exam. At every evaluation moment (including exams)
20% will be alocated to linguistic correction and textual strcture.
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Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

It is by going through the experience of these processes and ways of working, that are charecteristic of the art of the 20 th century, within
a framework of references supplied by the examples of works discussed in class, that the students will integrate, in an organic way, this
knowledge into their vocabulary.
