A unidade curricular de Fotografia Il tem como objectivo principal o estudo dos processos fotograficos analdgicos e suas derivacdes
enquanto suporte de expressdo e comunicagdo visual. No plano pratico, os alunos aprofundam as competéncias tecnolégicas
necessérias no registo fotografico analdgico a preto-e-branco, assim como no processamento laboratorial dos suportes fotogréaficos. Os
alunos séo sensibilizados para os aspectos de natureza metodoldgica especifica no que se refere ao registo fotografico e ao
processamento laboratorial das peliculas e dos papéis fotograficos, de forma a assegurar 0 maximo rigor processual. Através do estudo,
da observagéo, e da experimentacao, os alunos ficam a conhecer e a dominar diversos tipos de dispositivos e materiais fotograficos
analégicos. O programa pretende igualmente dotar os alunos de conhecimentos basicos sobre algumas técnicas e processos
analégicos alternativos, explorando as suas potencialidades no plano da expressao artistica.

Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

Momentos de avaliagao: trés trabalhos praticos (40%, 30% e 30%, respetivamente, da nota final).

Os contelidos programéticos serdo explorados, essencialmente, através dos projetos praticos. A avaliagdo tem um caracter continuo. O
discente tera de participar obrigatoriamente na Avaliacdo Final que consiste na apresentagdo dos trabalhos referentes as propostas
solicitadas, perante um jiri composto pelos docentes da UC.

Sera matéria de avaliagao:

A idealizagdo (coeréncia e originalidade);

A concecéao dos projectos (articulacéo das ideias com o projeto finalizado, criatividade e qualidade de execucao técnica);

A capacidade critica, o poder de sintese e a contribui¢cdo para o conhecimento coletivo;

O Investimento no trabalho e a evolugdo do percurso pessoal.

Para admissédo a avaliagao final exige-se a assiduidade com frequéncia de pelo menos 75% das horas de contato e devem ser
realizados pelo menos dois elementos de avaliag&o.

A avaliagdo desta UC nao tem Exame Final.

Demonstracao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular

A unidade curricular de Fotografia Il esta organizada por forma a que os alunos comegam por observar e interiorizem algumas nogdes
sobre o registo fotografico analégico, a preto-e-branco e acompanhem no laboratério a revelacéo das peliculas expostas e a posterior
ampliacdo para papel fotografico. Num segundo momento, de pratica laboratorial, os alunos déo inicio a sua propria pratica no que
concerne ao registo de filmes, a sua revelacédo e a passagem dos negativos para papel fotogréfico. Este momento intermédio € sempre
monitorizado pelo docente, o qual vai respondendo as duvidas que vao surgindo aquando dos diferentes exercicios. Num terceiro
momento, os alunos vao, de forma cada vez mais autbnoma, testando e validando as competéncias adquiridas no registo e no trabalho
laboratorial, sempre acompanhados pelo docente da unidade curricular. Do ponto de vista pedagdgico, considera-se importante que o
responsavel pela unidade curricular organize as aulas praticas por forma a que os estudantes possam ser estimulados a utilizar
devidamente os diferentes materiais, em interacdo com colegas e com o professor.

Sendo a Fotografia Il uma unidade curricular de tipologia Pratica Laboratorial, os trabalhos desenvolvidos pelos alunos ao longo do
semestre tém de ser enquadrados e valorizados no seu processo evolutivo. No final desta unidade curricular o aluno devera ser capaz
de saber reconhecer equipamentos e dispositivos fotogréaficos de véarios formatos e a saber utilizar os equipamentos e dispositivos de
registo fotografico analdgico de pequeno formato; Saber utilizar as técnicas de processamento analdgico de peliculas fotograficas a
preto-e-branco, assim como as técnicas de ampliacdo dessas peliculas para papel fotogréafico; Saber elaborar fichas de trabalho
fotografico nos diferentes momentos, do registo a ampliagédo; Saber utilizar as principais técnicas de apresentacdo de imagens
fotograficas; Saber utilizar conhecimentos de natureza tedrica no contexto da problematizacéo da imagem fotografica enquanto forma
de expressdo artistica; Conhecer e saber utilizar alguns processos fotograficos alternativos.

A avaliagdo da unidade curricular de Fotografia Il sera feita com base nos trabalhos realizados ao longo do semestre, privilegiando-se
além dos resultados finais, consubstanciados em ampliagdes e em diversas experiéncias fotograficas, os processos e as questfes
metodolégicas.

Syllabus
The specificity of the operation of the analogue photographic cameras;
The analogue black-and-white photographic registering;

The black-and-white photographic films: sensitivity, grain and contrast, acutance, pose latitude, tolerance, density, etc.;
The black-and-white processing: different types of developers, stop bath and fixers;

The temperature control, dilution and agitation rules and their importance in the results;
The experimentation in the field of the hybrid photographic processes;
Initiation to some alternative photographic processes;

The enlarging onto photographic paper and onto other photo-sensitive supports
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Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

The curricular unit of Photography Il has as its main objective the study of the analogue photographic processes and their derivatives as
support of expression and of visual communication. In practical terms, the students deepen the necessary technological skills in the
black-and-white analog photographic registering, as well as in the laboratory processing of the photographic supports. The students will
be aware of the specific methodological aspects of the photographic registering and of the laboratory processing of films and
photographic papers in order to ensure the utmost procedural rigor. Through study, observation, and experimentation, the students
become familiar and able to master various types of analog photographic devices and materials. The program also intends to provide
students with basic knowledge about some alternative analogue techniques and processes, exploring their potential in the artistic
expression plan.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)
Moments of evaluation: three practical assignments (40%, 30% and 30% respectively, of the final grade).
The course content will be explored mainly through practical exercises. The evaluation is of continuous nature. The students will have to

undergo the Final Evaluation, which consists of the submission of work relating to the proposals requested, before a jury composed of
the UC lecturers of this Curricular Unit.

The following aspects will be evaluated:

The idealization (coherence and originality);

The conception of the projects (the articulation of the ideas with the final project, the creativity and the technical work?s quality)
The critical capacity, the power of synthesis and the contribution to the collective knowledge;

The Investment in the work and the evolution of the personal journey.

In order to be admitted for final evaluation, the students are required to attend, at least, 75% of the contact hours and at least two
evaluations must be completed.

There is no Final Examination.

Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

The curricular unit of Photography Il is organized in such a way that the students begin to observe and internalize some notions about
the black-and-white analog photographic registering and follow in the laboratory the development of the exposed films and later the
enlarging onto photographic paper. In a second moment, of laboratory practice, the students begin their own practice concerning the
recording of films, their development and the transferring of the negatives onto photographic paper. This intermediate moment is always
monitored by the teacher, who responds to the doubts that arise during the different exercises. In the third moment, the students will
increasingly be autonomous, testing and validating the skills acquired in the register and laboratory work, always accompanied by the
teacher of the curricular unit. From a pedagogical standpoint, it is considered important that the person responsible for the curricular unit
organizes the practical classes so that students can be encouraged to use the different materials properly, in interaction with colleagues
and with the teacher.

As Photography Il is a curricular unit of laboratory practice, the work developed by students throughout the semester must be framed and
valued in their evolutionary process. At the end of this curricular unit the student should be able to know how to recognize equipment and
photographic devices of various formats and to know how to use the equipment and devices of small format analog photographic
registering; Know how to use the analog processing techniques of black and white photographic films, as well as the techniques for
enlarging these films to photographic paper; Know how to draw up photographic work sheets at different moments, from registration to
enlargement; Know how to use the main techniques for presenting photographic images; To know how to use knowledge of a theoretical
nature in the context of the questioning concerning the photographic image as a form of artistic expression; To know and use some
alternative photographic processes.

The evaluation of the curricular unit of Photography Il will be done based on the work carried out throughout the semester, focusing,
besides the final results, embodied in enlarging and various photographic experiences, on the processes and the methodological
matters.
