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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

As the UC is theoretical-practical in nature, theoretical issues will be addressed in class, which arise from the objectives and syllabus, using
additional visual or audiovisual materials. In parallel, classes work as workshops, and priority is given to the development of individual work
proposals. Students will perform a set of individual exercises for mandatory mid-term and final assessment that includes acquired knowledge
of concept, capture, editing, and post production of sound and image. The student's performance assessment is continuous and for this
purpose will have to attend 75% of classes. Final assessment consists in the appreciation and discussion of all exercises undertaken by
students throughout the semester and their oral presentations, before a jury consisting of at least two faculty members (one being the teacher
of the UC).
