Editorial Design, from analogic to digital.

The pagination: meanings; functions; products; brief history; grid system; typographic styles; column width; proportion of the margins; folio;
construction of the typographic area; hierarchies of contents; traditional and technological supports.

The different paging products: features; parts of which it is composed; functionality; target audiences; commercial and cultural applications.

The book: examples of quality graphic products; reference authors; unity and diversity within pagination; relationship between page elements
(typographic area, various typographic elements, illustration/photography); production of binding prototype; graphic and reading rhythm.

The typographical principles: body of character; line length; leading; text alignment; typographic concepts of legibility and readability ; visual
perception; legibility and cultures.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Theoretical explanation in the context of the projects in progress, viewing and analysis of documentation in AV support;
Project Execution;

Continuous follow-up of the work of the students, by the teaching team.
