Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

The syllabus unfold in theory (A and B) and practice (C, D and E), serving as the first base to support the development of practical tools for
developing exercises throughout the semester.

In turn, the proposed objectives will only be achieved if the assimilation theory and its application in actual practice exercises to develop
(points 1 to 8) is checked. The last points of the goals (9 to 11) are generic and transversal to the maturity of the student in higher education
and its growth to integrate a future job market and/or academic.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The assessment of this course is with final exam as established in the General Rules of Evaluation, University of Algarve.

Work unaccompanied by a teacher will not be judged. Students covered by special legislation should match the teaching in the first two
weeks of the semester a plan for alternative work, the absence of which have to comply with the general plan.
