Objetivos de aprendizagem (conhecimentos, aptiddes e competéncias)

Esta unidade curricular tem como objetivo proporcionar o conhecimento aprofundado de técnicas e ferramentas que auxiliam na criagdo de
narrativas visuais. De modo a permitir uma abordagem integrada da tematica, serdo analisados varios estilos de ilustragdo, com énfase nas
técnicas e tematicas adotadas pelos artistas, na etapa seguinte, serdo introduzidas e demonstradas cada uma das técnicas analisadas,
apoés o que serdo realizados exercicios de experimentacao.

Para além do trabalho presencial desenvolvido nas aulas, é pedido ao aluno que organize ao longo do semestre um diario gréafico, onde va
praticando as técnicas ministradas na aula, e onde va criando progressivamente um storyboard, de modo a que apds experimentar todas as
técnicas, se encontre em posigdo de ilustrar uma pequena narrativa original, utilizando uma ou varias técnicas. O resultado dessa narrativa
visual, ird posteriormente ser alvo de tratamento com as ferramentas digitais.

Prior knowledge and skills

Students are expected to apply their prior knowledge of the field of study of color, shape and perspective studies, but also to deepen and
appropriate them it in order to begin to perceive one's own style of illustration.

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

This curricular unit aims to provide the students with in-depth knowledge of graphic techniques and tools that assist in the creation of visual
narratives.

In order to allow an integrated approach to the subject, it will be analyzed various types of illustration, with focus on the theme and techniques
adopted by the artists, and in the next stage, demonstrations and tests will be done in each of the techniques analyzed.

In addition to the work developed in the classes, the student is asked to organize a daily graphic sketchbook during the semester, where
he/she will practice the techniques taught in class, and where he/ she will progressively create a storyboard, with the goal to illustrate a small
original narrative, using one or several techniques learned, as long as they work consistently. The result of the visual narrative will further be
treated with digital tools.
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Syllabus

An introductory study to illustration story ;

From text to image, from image to text : Narrative construction techniques of simple structure;

lllustration Areas : Editorial illustration, illustration for infancy, scientific illustration and author illustration;

Steps of lllustration : sketch, design, preparation for edit and finalization.

lllustration Techniques :

Traditional techniques: The human figure as a central element in illustrated narrative;
Mixed techniques: The animal world in mixed technique, dry + wet techniques;
Other techniques: Real and imaginary objects in collage, frottage, grattage, tranfers and engraving in the manual universe

Digital tools for printing : scanning of originals, digital image processing, application of color channels, illustration, and preparation of the
illustration for printing.

Visits to ateliers of professional illustrators;

Seminars with professional illustrators.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Courses are oriented to the practice, according to the Curricular Unit typology, with continuous supervising and help from the teacher.

Explanation of the theoretical content accompanied by projection of images on the domains and types of illustration, in order to promote the

visual culture in this specific area.

Development of a graphic diary, with accompaniment by the teacher, where the student's stylistic inclinations are perceived, and his personal

style will progressively consolidate.
