Genesis of Modernism:Plakatstil . Suprematism and Russian Constructivism. De Stijl. Bauhaus. Die Neue Typographie . Dutch graphic
artists. New visions in Photography.

Modernism: functionalism and Rationalism. Swiss Design. Internationalization and science. International Typographic Style. School of
New York. Editorial design in United States Postmodernism: postmodern Theories. Conceptual image. Postmodern Design. Typography
and publishing. Digital language. Retro design and Vernacular Design.

Liquid modernism: Liquid Design. Cooperative Design. Social Design. Design Noir . Critical Design. Revivalisms. Confrontation and
confluence: manual vs. digital.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Theoretical explanation; Screening and analysis of AV documentation; Application of theoretical knowledge to new situations: operability
of knowledge by conducting theoretical research work (in Group) and exam (individual); Presentation of content / research by students;
Ongoing monitoring of the work of the student by the teacher.
