Antecedents and genesis XX century Design: Art nouveau: transition style. Advertising graphics. Viennese secession and the philosophy of
synthesis.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Theoretical explanation; Document screening and analysis; Application of theoretical knowledge to new situations: operability of knowledge
by conducting theoretical research work and exam; Presentation of content / research by students; Ongoing monitoring of the work of the
student by the teacher. The evaluation of this curriculum unit is made along the functioning of UC and subsequent examination, according to
current General Regulation of evaluation of the University of the Algarve.

Calculation of final grade (range 0-20):

1. Theoretical work 60% (includes 30% for work development under Professor supervision) (ind. or group);

2. Written exam (regular/normal period) 40% (ind.).

To pass the UC it is mandatory: valid presence of at least 75% of classes; and the completion of the theoretical work with an assessment of 6

values, or more; and a final grade equal or superior to 9.5 (0-20). Less than 9.5 (final grade) represents failling the UC and automatic access
to repeat (recurso) period.
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
