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Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

Pretende-se inspirar e estimular as capacidades dos alunos para o desenvolvimento de novas composicdes e pegas caligraficas assim como

a utilizag&o da caligrafia como um meio completivo na execucédo dos seus projetos de comunicagao visual.

Método de Avaliagdo por frequéncia:

- Cartaz final (50x70) utilizando o alfabeto do 1° exercicio: 30%

- Desenho de uma marca utilizando as técnicas caligraficas estudadas e aplicagdo em alguns produtos de comunicacao a definir.
Apresentacéo dos trabalhos em formato papel e digital: 30%

Impresso: placas no formato 25x25 cms, a 12 com os esbocos, a 22 com a marca e a 32 com a aplicagdo em produtos de comunicacao.

Digital: Preparar uma apresentacéo do trabalho para 5 minutos.
Exposicdo: Participacdo através de uma exposicao de caligrafia num local/evento a definir: 20%

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

Exploring different instruments and techniques of calligraphic design, this curricular unit aims to provide students with knowledge that can be
used as a resource or inspiration for the execution of various communication design projects (posters, illustrations, visual identities,
animations, etc.).

Syllabus

The letter: form, structures and variations;

Calligraphy: Foundational, Roman ltalic, Uncial, Carolina, Gothic, Italic, Copperplate or English and Modern Cursive;

Introduction and presentation of materials and techniques for performing calligraphic exercises: Paintbrushes, Pens, Graphite, Beads,
Bamboo, Woods, China ink, Watercolors, Guaches, Indian Paint, Fabric, glass and other materials, paper, cloth , Ceramics, wood, glass and
metal;

Key factors for the composition of calligraphic works: Work space preparation, body positioning, mastery of concentration and balance;
Calligraphic compositions: Rhythm, weight, texture, contrast, movement, overlap, staggering, thickness and color;

Visual expression and calligraphy: the image, photograph, letter and text; Exhibition of various communication design works that use
calligraphy: monograms, books and other publications, posters and flyers, visual identity, etc.
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

It is intended to inspire and stimulate the students' abilities to develop new compositions and calligraphic pieces as well as the use of
calligraphy as a complemen- tary means in the execution of their visual communication projects.

Assessment Method by frequency:

- Drawing of an alphabet (A3): 20%

- Final poster (50x70) using the alphabet of the 1st exercise: 30%

- Design of a brand using the calligraphic techniques studied and application in some communication products to be defined. Presentation of
the works in paper and digital format: 30%

Printed: plates in the format 25x25 cms, the 1st with the sketches, the 2nd with the mark and the 3rd with the application in communication
products.

Digital: Prepare a presentation of the work for 5 minutes.

Exhibition - Participation through an exhibition of calligraphy in a place / event to be defined: 20%

Final classification: 20 + 30 + 30 + 20 = 100%
