Exploring different instruments, techniques and phylosophies of calligraphic design, this curricular unit aims to provide students with
knowledge that can be used as a resource or inspiration for the execution of diverse communication design projects (posters, illustrations,
visual identities, animations, etc.).

It is also intended to inspire and stimulate students' abilities to develop traditional manual skills through the development of calligraphic and
illustration pieces and promote the use of calligraphy as an element and/or an expressive technique with strong presence in contemporary
graphic design projects.
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Syllabus

The origin of calligraphy; the main historical moments; the development of letters and alphabets; illumination and its principles.

Introduction and presentation of materials and techniques for performing calligraphic exercises: Paintbrushes, Pens, Nibs, Bamboo, Woods,
China ink, Watercolors, Guaches, among others;

Key factors for the composition of calligraphic works: Work space preparation, body positioning, mastery of concentration and balance;

Calligraphic compositions: rhythm, weight, texture, contrast, movement, overlap, staggering, thickness and color;

The Calligraphic Hands: Foundational, Roman Capitals, Uncial, Carolingian, Gothic, Italic, Copperplate or English Cursive and Moderns;

Visual expression and calligraphy: the image, photo, letter and text; Calligraphic illustration.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Theoretical explanation; viewing and analysis of theoretical and practical documents in audiovisual support; carrying out practical exercises
with application of TP knowledge; monitoring of individual projects; discussion and criticism of work;
