Metodologias de ensino (avaliagéo incluida)

Os contetdos do programa nédo serdo desenvolvidos necessariamente na sequéncia apresentada. A natureza imbricada dos temas e o
desenvolvimento do trabalho das turmas poderéo ditar algumas alteragoes.

As aulas serdo principalmente orientadas pelo docente e visam apresentar e debater aspetos gerais da ética e da cidadania. Serao
assim destinadas a apresentacao e discussao de textos cuja leitura prévia ja foi feita pelos estudantes.

Outras sessfes destinam-se aos debates organizados pelos grupos.

A avaliagdo individual (55%) decorre do trabalho desenvolvido nas sessdes tedrico-praticas onde decorrera a discussao de textos. Para
isso os estudantes realizardo um teste individual.

As outras sessdes destinadas aos debates de assuntos controversos serdo preparadas por grupos de estudantes que organizardo cada
debate. Desse debate cada grupo fara um resumo escrito (45%).

Students will:

1- identify situations involving values, rights and duties.

2- develop concern towards the ethical and social problems;

3- evidence critical thinking related to situations of conflict in the social world demonstrating constructive attitudes;
4- evidence respect for differences (cultural, religious, of criterion and others);

5- evidence the capacity of rational discussion on ethical, moral, social and political opinions and problems;

6- demonstrate that, in a situation of interpersonal conflict, he/she is capable of understanding it and to argue;

7- understand the main concepts in the scope of the ethical issues and citizenship;

8- reflect on the main problems and theories related with ethics, moral and citizenship;

9- evidence habits of rigorous reflection being able to analyze, to deepen and to modify their concepts, values and criteria.

Syllabus
Introduction: ethics and civic participation in the actual world.

1- Practical dimension (ethical - moral). - Ethical-moral dimensions. Norms and values. Autonomy and dignity. Right (law) and rights.
Rights and the issue of the co-originality of the rights. Discourse ethics and the ideal speech situation.

2- Political literacy dimension. The democratic-constitutional State and the Rule of law. The ?crisis? of the State. Law and morality.
Power and Democracy.

3 - Participation dimension. Representative and participatory democracy. Citizenship, statute and participation. Civil society. Public
sphere. Deliberative democracy. Constitutional patriotism.

4- Current and controversial issues: Some of these issues will be discussed from of an ethical perspective: the biogenetics and eugenics,

market society, euthanasia, welfare state and the neo-liberalism, globalization, the marginalization, Unconditional Basic Income, the
difference, etc..
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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The syllabus contents will not be developed necessarily in the presented sequence. The imbricate nature of the issues and the
development of the group works may dictate some alterations.

Some lessons will be mainly guided by the professor and are aimed to present and to debate general aspects of the ethics and the
citizenship. Thus they will be meant to present and discus texts which were read previously by the students. Debates organized by
groups of students will occupy other sessions. The individual evaluation (55%) will cover the work developed in the theoretical-practical
sessions where the discussion of texts will takes place. For this the students will complete an individual test.

The other sessions designed to the debates of controversial issues will be prepared by groups of students who will organize each debate
and produce a written summary (45%).
