The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

This CU is for students in their second year and it is worth 4 credits. The teaching / learning process aims to develop and increase the
language and culture skills that students bring from their previous experience in English, presumably occurring mostly in Basic and
Secondary Education. The CU of English is thus an opportunity for the student to review and consolidate previous learning, as well as to get
acquainted with terminology in the field of Social Education, and with potential communication situations in academic and professional
environment, considering the English language as a Language of international communication.

Syllabus

A. Grammar contents

1. General rules for writing / pronuntiation: the varieties of English in the world.

2. Adjectives: physical and psychological descriptions.

3. Verb Tenses: Uses and Form Present Simple Vs Present Continuous; Past Simple Vs Past Continuous; Present Perfect Vs Present
Perfect Continuous.

B. Reading: Several articles will be selected from different anglophone countries;
Vocabulary: Various exercises with vocabulary and expressions related to the field of Social Education.

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Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Action-oriented approach, a framework for the prospective learner of a foreign language as a social actor who has to accomplish tasks in
diverse communication contexts.

This approach shall be achieved within the contact hours, in theoretical and practical sessions and practices outside the classroom, in the
development of independent work in contact with the English language in real contexts.

1. An individual test for reading, comprehension and writing skills. (55%)

2. Individual work, with oral presentation (30%)

3. Portfolio of work done in class or under the independent work during the semester, both written and oral, class participation and
attendance. (15%)
