Os alunos deverdo compreender conceitos como o de Grupo Etnico e Minoria Etnica; o que s&o os Estereétipos; tomar conhecimento da
existéncia dos preconceitos e da discriminacéo relacionados com raga, etnia, religido, género.

Ira ser analisada a Declaracdo Universal dos Direitos Humanos onde serdo abordados outros conceitos como o de Integragao e dialogo
intercultural.

Sera analisada a importancia que o Professor e a Escola podem ter na constru¢éo de uma Educacao Multicultural e Intercultural, abordando
conceitos como o de Escola Inclusiva.

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

Intercultural Education is based on the principle of school for all, on the path of developing and implementing the inclusion of students who

are culturally different from the standard culture of the dominant society.

In general terms, the Intercultural Education unit aims to contribute to the personal, professional and cultural development of the social
educator through the acquisition of concepts associated with cultural diversity, multiculturalism and interculturalism, addressing issues related
to tolerance, integration and inclusion. It is also intends to make students aware of problems associated with discrimination against minority
cultures, ethnicities and other religions. Together, we will develop skills that enable social educators to interact with the different cultures in
our society, counting, whenever possible, with representatives of civil, religious and ethnic society, who will give us their personal

perspectives.
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Syllabus
In this curricular unit, concepts of Culture and Cultural Diversity, Multiculturalism and Interculturality will be addressed

Students should understand concepts such as the Ethnic Group and Ethnic Minority; what are stereotypes; become aware of the existence of
prejudices and discrimination related to race, ethnicity, religion and gender.

The Universal Declaration of Human Rights will be analyzed, in which other concepts will be addressed, such as Integration and intercultural
dialogue.

It will be analyzed the importance that the Teacher and the School can have in the construction of a Multicultural and Intercultural Education,
approaching concepts such as the Inclusive School.

All these concepts and skills will be acquired through oral presentations by the teacher, invited representatives of ethnic, religious and social
minorities and through research work carried out by the students.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)
Mostly this course will be taught in:
® Oral presentations by the teacher, by the guests we manage to bring to class to talk to us about the topics to be addressed and by
the students
® Teamworks

® Analysis of texts and other materials
® Debates

The evaluation of the discipline will be essentially formative, having as elements:

® Group work on one of the points of the Program (weighting 60%)
® Participation and performance in the activities carried out in the classroom (weighting 40%).
