Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The teaching process - learning is based on theoretical and practical classes, in which problems are solved in the context of the theories of
supply, demand, consumer, and markets.

In accordance with Teaching / Learning Process Evaluation Regulation in use, the student can choose between two regimes evaluations:
continuous ass essment or final examination.

The system of continuous assessment consists of two individual tests with consultation, one taking place in the middle of the semester and
the other one in the end, each one having a weighting 50% of the final grade.
