Objetivos de aprendizagem (conhecimentos, aptiddes e competéncias)

Basic knowledge of agronomy

The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

The goal of this essentially practical course, is to apply and consolidate the knowledge obtained in other courses, special those related to
plant health and crop production. In real situations, it is intended to provide the student with tools that allow them to understand how biotic
and abiotic factors present or introduced into the agroecosystem as well as the cultural operations performed, affect the cultures. This
understanding will help the students to make the most suitable decisions concerning crop management.

Syllabus

Crop monitoring techniques to detect pests, diseases and weeds of a culture. Identification of pests and auxiliaries Evaluate the density of a
pest and therefore the eventual need of an control operation, balancing the various tactical control (chemical, biological, cultural); Calculate
pesticide application rates, prepare agrochemicals, and apply them to crops, keeping in mind the inherent safety rules; summarize the results
and discuss them in the form of a report.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

All classes in this course are theoretical-practical. Most of them are actually practical field lessons where students apply sampling techniques
on the culture and perform the necessary record keeping. In these classes students are confronted with specific issues that arise in culture.
Some additional observations may be performed in the laboratory. This course has occasionally lectures, where it is discussed the results
obtained in the field and the interventions to perform in culture. The evaluation is done through a individual report, with no examination.
