6) discuss central themes in the sustainability of tourism, such as: the social dimension of tourism; and the impact of coastal dynamics on

tourism management in coastal areas.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The course is lectured through theoretical and practical classes. The main topics are illustrated through empirical applications.

The evaluation at the Normal Season consists of three mandatory elements:
i) presentation in class and preparation of a report on the relationship between tourism and a Sustainable Development Goal (30%);
i) evaluation on the contents of a thematic seminar (10%);

iii) written exam on topics 1 to 4 (60%).

Approval in the curricular unit at the Normal Season requires a minimum grade of 7,5 points in the written exam. A minimum attendance of
75% of theoretical-practical classes is also required.

The evaluation of the Appeal Season consists of a written exam, with a weigh of 100%.
