Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)
Class work is as follows: Theoretical and practical (18 hours); Tutorial work (18 hours); Other (3 hours).
The evaluation of the students is based on the following model, with two components: a) A mandatory individual written exam (60%) and

b) coursework essays (40%). A student passes when the mark in the individual written exam is at least 8, and the weighted average of the
two components is equal to or higher than 9.5 marks (out of 20).
