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Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

O ensino tedrico utiliza uma metodologia interativa, apresentando os conceitos e 0os conhecimentos associados aos mecanismos celulares
envolvidos na resposta farmacoldgica resultante da interacéo farmaco-alvo ao nivel dos diferentes sistemas de 6rgdos. As aulas

TP integram e aplicam os conhecimentos adquiridos nas aulas tedricas e sdo dedicadas a analise e interpretagdo de alguns topicos
especificos com resolugdo de casos clinicos. As aulas praticas consistem numa introdugdo a Farmacologia Experimental demonstrando
alguns protocolos experimentais que poderiam ser utilizados para investigar uma potencial nova abordagem farmacolégica nas vérias
doengas estudadas na componente tedrica. A avaliagdo teorica é feita por exame escrito final (70%). A metodologia de avaliagao préatica
inclui: (i) avaliacdo continua (resolugdo escrita e apresentacgao oral de casos clinicos) (20%) e (ii) avaliagcdo do trabalho de pesquisa e
respetiva apresentagdo oral subjacente a um tema proposto (10%).

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The theoretical teaching uses an interactive exposure methodology, presenting the concepts and the knowledge associated with the cellular
mechanisms involved in the pharmacological response that result from the interaction between drug-target at different organ systems. TP
classes integrate and apply the knowledge acquired in theoretical classes and are dedicated to the analysis and interpretation of some
specific topics with case studies solving. Practical classes address the Experimental Pharmacology area by demonstrating few experimental
protocols that might be used to investigate a new potential pharmacological approach in several diseases addressed in the theoretical
teaching. The evaluation of the theoretical training is made through a written final exam (70%). Practical evaluation consists on: (i) continuous
evaluation (written solving and oral presentation of case studies) (20%) and (ii) evaluation of the research work and oral presentation
underlying a theme proposed (10%).
