Objetivos de aprendizagem (conhecimentos, aptiddes e competéncias)

Conhecer os aspetos fundamentais das formas farmacéuticas (FF) abordadas (FF de administragdo cutanea, retal e vaginal, nasal,
pulmonar, auricular, oftalmica, parenteral), relativamente a composi¢éo, aplicacéo, procedimentos de preparacéo e controlo. Conhecer os
fatores que afetam a estabilidade dos medicamentos e os procedimentos relativos a transposi¢éo de escala. Adquirir capacidade de andlise
de dados e sentido critico. Os objetivos da componente pratica compreendem a interpretacédo das formulas galénicas, aplicacéo de técnicas
de farmacotecnia e controlo da qualidade. Os alunos devem ser capazes de acondicionar corretamente o medicamento e, em todos os
processos, de aplicar as normas de seguranga e qualidade conducentes a boas préaticas de manipulacéo, preenchendo os documentos
necessarios de acordo com a legislagdo. Os alunos devem saber analisar a estabilidade dos medicamentos na pratica, realizando os
procedimentos descritos e tendo em conta os varios parametros que a afetam.

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Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

Aulas tedricas em sala equipada com videoprojetor, em que se privilegia o dialogo com os alunos e o desenvolvimento da capacidade critica
e interventiva, valorizando a interligacdo de conhecimentos.

Aulas tedrico-préaticas para realizagdo de alguns exercicios relacionados com a componente tedrica e analise de artigos cientificos para
posterior apresentacéo e discussao pelos alunos.

Aulas praticas laboratoriais nas quais os alunos, organizados em grupos, realizam trabalho experimental no &mbito dos contetdos teéricos
(formas galénicas para as varias vias de administragdo abordadas, sua elaboracéo e controlo). Os alunos preenchem ficha de preparacao
do medicamento manipulado quando aplicavel.

A componente tedrica (frequéncia, exame de época normal ou recurso) representa 50%, a pratica 35% (frequéncia, exame de época normal
ou recurso) e analise de um artigo 15%.

To know the basic aspects of sterilization and of the addressed dosage forms (DF) concerning their composition, administration and
preparation procedures (DF for cutaneous, rectal, vaginal, nasal, pulmonary, auricular, ophthalmic and parenteral administration). To know
the factors affecting drug stability and to know the procedures of upscaling of medicines? production. The objectives of practical component
comprise the interpretation of galenic formulae, application of preparation techniques and quality control. The students should be able to
properly pack DF?s and, in all processes, apply safety and quality rules that lead to good practices, filling all the needed documents
according to actual law. The students should be able to analyse drug stability experimentally, performing the described procedures and
considering the various parameters affecting stability.

Syllabus

1. Sterilisation of products; 2. Pharmaceutical dosage forms (DF) for skin application; 3. DF for rectal and vaginal application; 4. DF for nasal
and auricular administration; 5. DF for lung administration; 6. DF for ophtalmic administration; 7. DF for parenteral administration; 8. Stability
of pharmaceutical DF; 9. Pre-formulation and upscaling

Practical classes: Calamin lotion, neutral gel, carboximetilcellulose gel, Lassar?s paste, fluoride tooth paste, Beeler base, cleansing
emulsion, Alcamphor unguentum, coaltar unguentum, paracetamol suppositories, metronidazol ovules, alcoholic saturated solution of boric
acid, drug stability.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Theoretical classes in rooms equipped with datashow, where the dialogue with the students is privileged, along with the development of
critical and interventive capacities, potentiating interconnection of knowledge.

Practical-theoretical classes with written exercises related with theoretical content and analysis of research articles for further presentation
and discussion by the students.

Practical classes where the students, organised in groups, perform experimental work in the ambit of theoretical contents (galenic formulae

for different delivery routes, compounding and control). The students fill the national compounding documents when applicable. The
theoretical part represents 50%, practical part 35% and article analysis 15% of final classification.
