The students intended learning outcomes (knowledge, skills and competences)

In this course unit, students prepare a project plan where they have to demonstrate and discuss the state of the art in accordance with
international quality standards and scientific rigor and present and defend the planning proposed for their final work. The specific objectives
ofthis course unit are: (1) preparation of a literature review of the current state of knowledge concerning the topic of the final work; (2)
planning of activities associated with the implementation of the final work; (3) practical implementation of techniques and other tools to be
used for the final work; and (4) written presentation and public discussion of the work plan. The work plan gives students the opportunity to
develop skills in @) identifying important scientific issues taking into account the state of the art; b) planning design; c) organization,
preparation and successful implementation of work.
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Syllabus

There is no specific syllabus within this course because it varies according to the theme and objectives of the final work, which may involve
experimental and/or modeling work in the field of Geomatics. Generally, the following contents are considered: a) Conducting an extensive
autonomous literature review and framing the subject of the final work in the area of the Master; b) Choice of supervisors and host institution
for the final work; c) Precise formulation of the work problem (define the question, specify objectives); d) Planning of experimental/modeling
work (definition of data to be collected, planning design, tasks, methodologies, tools, type of data analyses, work schedule); e) Writing the
work plan (include titems a-d); f) Oral Presentation of the work plan.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

At the beginning of the school year the responsables of the Course meet with students and present the course unit, setting goals, developing
skills, evaluation, structure of the written report and oral presentation. Students will have a deadline to submit a Form (Work Plan) filled with
information on the final work topic, supervisors and overall schedule. During the first semester, work will be developed by the student in close
collaboration with the supervisor(s) to discuss the guidelines to carry out the final work and its correct development during this period.
Evaluation of this course unit includes a written report and an oral presentation, both mandatory. The grade will be based on 90% from the
written report and 10% from the oral presentation. The final grade is assigned by the the Course responsables.
