Demonstracao da coeréncia dos conteldos programaticos com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular

E nosso objetivo promover a anélise da globalizagc&o como um fenémeno sociolégico complexo, que s6 pode ser compreendido com
uma diversidade de abordagens tedricas e conceptuais. Neste sentido, os conteldos programaticos pretendem estudar o conceito da
globalizacao recorrendo a quatro autores centrais, mas de perspetivas diversas, nalguns casos contrarias, noutros complementares
(Giddens, Harvey, Robertson e Beck). Por outro lado, pretendemos, como obetivo central, que os estudantes entendam que ha um
grande conjunto de consequéncias da globalizacdo, nas mais diversas dimensfes da vida coletiva. Portanto, os contetidos
programaticos tentam abarcar algumas destas dimensdes, sempre dando primazia a analise sociolégica e ao debate das diversas
perspetivas existentes sobre os temas.

Metodologias de ensino (avaliagdo incluida)

Metodologia de ensino : Sessfes expositivas (aprendizagem por rececéo significativa). As aulas dividem-se em duas componentes:
uma primeira parte expositiva e uma segunda parte de indole participativa onde serdo lancadas perguntas sobre os contedidos expostos
para debate em grupo, entre os alunos, e apresentacao das principais conclusdes.

Avaliagao: a) elaboragdo de um ensaio (artigo) individual sobre um tema a escolha dos estudantes, mas constante do programa;

dimensdo 5000-6000 palavras, incluindo as referéncias (70%); b) também serd avaliada a participacdo dos alunos, através do
desempenho demonstrado no debate e reflexdo em torno das perguntas langadas em sala de aula, em cada sessao (30%)
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Demonstracao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com os objetivos de aprendizagem da unidade curricular

As dificuldades conceptuais do tema aconselham a que haja momentos de exposi¢éo por parte do docente. Por outro lado, é
importante que os estudantes se envolvam na leitura de artigos seleccionados sobre o tema, que langam luz sobre algumas
perspectivas de analise sobre o fenémeno da globalizacdo. O facto de que os estudantes tenham que apresentar na aula os resultados
das suas leituras obriga a um maior envolvimento dos estudantes; e promove o debate critico a volta dos temas estudados. A forma de
avaliacao escolhida ? escrita de um artigo ? promove a leitura de diversos autores e diversas perpectivas, a analise e o espirito critico,
sem o qual ndo se pode realizar uma discusséao séria de um fenémeno tdo complexo como a globalizagao.

Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's learning objectives

A central aim of this course is to promote globalisation analysis as a sociological complex phenomenon, which can only be understood
using various theoretical and conceptual approaches. In this sense, the contents include globalisation study through the vision of four
central authors that have different perspectives, sometimes contradictory, sometimes complementary (Giddens, Harvey, Robertson and
Beck). Also it is our central aim that students understand that there is a big set of globalisation consequences, over various dimensions
of collective life. So the contents include some of these dimensions, giving special attention to sociological analysis and to the debate of
the different perspectives on the themes.

Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

Teaching methodologies: Expositive sessions (meaningful reception learning). Classes are divided into two components: a first
exposition and theoretical part and a second part regarding a participatory nature, in which questions will be raised, about the contents
presented, for group discussion among students, and presentation of the main conclusions.

Assessment: (a) preparation of an individual essay (article) on a subject chosen by the students, but included in the program; size

5000-6000 words, including references (70%); b) the participation of the students will also be evaluated, through the demonstrated
performance in the debate and reflection around the questions launched in the classroom, in each session (30%).
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Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

The conceptual difficulties of globalisation analysis advise that some lectures are giving by the teacher. On the other hand, it is important
that students become involved in reading selected papers on the theme, that illuminate some analytic perspectives on globalisation. The
fact that students should present the result of their readings in class force their effective involvement; and promotes the critical debate
on the themes analysed. The form of students? assessment ? writing a paper ? promotes the reading of various authors and different
perspectives and fosters critical thinking, fundamental to do a serious debate on such a complex phenomenon as globalisation.
